DIRECTOR’S BIO: Lex Gillespie is a three-time Peabody Award winner and the shared winner of a silver baton from the duPont-Columbia Journalism Awards at New York’s Columbia School of Journalism. For the past 25 years, he’s produced documentaries on music, history, culture and the arts. His credits include “Let the Good Times Roll,” a 26-hour history of African-American music from the blues to Motown; “Songs in the Wind,” the story of the indigenous music of the Andes Mountains; and “Seoul House,” about a hip hop opera set in a Korean mom-and-pop corner store in Washington, DC.
